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NACOG Enters Public Input 
Phase of Passenger 
Transportation Study

NACOG's Yavapai Passenger Transportation Study (YPTS) is well under 
way and is currently engaging the public through a variety of public 
involvement tools. The purpose of the YPTS is to assess individual and 
community transportation needs across the county and develop innovative 
service recommendations to meet those needs. As the federally-
designated planning organization for Apache, Coconino, Navajo and 
Yavapai Counties, Northern Arizona Council of Governments (NACOG) 
provides planning support and a forum for coordination among the 
region’s transportation providers.
